LUKOIL CLOSES SHAH DENIZ 
Lukoil has raised $180 million from the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) to back work 

on the Shah Deniz gas project. The loans are split between two Lukoil Overseas subsidiaries – $110 million for Lukoil 
Overseas Shah Deniz and $70 million for Lukoil Overseas Shah Deniz Midstream. Lukoil has a 10% interest in the Shah 
Deniz project, alongside BP, Statoil, Total, TPAO, NICO and SOCAR. 

The project consists of the upstream development of the Shah Deniz gas concentrate field, near Baku, Azerbaijan, 
and the construction of a pipeline to carry the gas to Turkey. The 690km pipeline will run parallel to the BTC crude oil 
pipeline, which was financed in 2004, and has several sponsors in common with the gas project. 

The financing follows an earlier $170 million EBRD financing for SOCAR to cover its share of the pipeline and field 
development costs. Chadbourne & Parke represented the EBRD in both the current and earlier financings.
